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Policy ON THE PRIVACY ACT AND OUR PARENTS/CAREGIVERS 

The Privacy Act sets a standard for the collection, storage and use of personal information. 

In particular the Privacy Act 1993 requires us to:

· Collect personal information directly from parents themselves regarding their 

          child/ren and family situation;

· Inform parents of the reason why the personal information is being collected;

· Obtain parents approval of the proposed uses of the information;

· Give parents access to the personal information held about the family;

· Give parents the opportunity to update information regularly.

The personal information we ask parents to provide on your enrolment form is required to enable us to enrol the child in our program, provide care for the child, and to monitor the child’s progress through the program offered.  We also require this to meet the terms of Licensing requirements and Chartering requirements contracted with the Ministry of Education.

All those within our Centre who have access to your personal information are bound by the terms of their employment to keep that information confidential.  The security of the personal information we provide to the Ministry of Education is safeguarded by the protocol which our Centre has entered into with the Ministry.

The personal information that parents supply is held permanently by Midcity Childcare Centre.  We also use personal information in aggregate form for a variety of statistical research purposes but in doing so it always ensures that no individual can be identified.
